It was moved by Mr. Stoll and seconded by Mrs. Neal to authorize the Mayor to spend an amount not to exceed $600 for trees. The motion was approved unanimously.

It was moved by Mr. Stoll and seconded by Mrs. Neal to suspend the rules and regulations and have the second and third readings of Ordinance 06-31. The motion was approved unanimously.

It was moved by Ms. Lessiter and seconded by Mr. Orr to adopt Ordinance 06-31as an emergency measure. The motion was approved unanimously.

It was moved by Mrs. Neal and seconded by Mr. Stoll to advertise for bids to sell a fire truck. The motion was approved unanimously.
